Australian Char Pty Ltd operates a Char Manufacturing Operation that is 39 years old and pyrolyses brown coal briquettes into char by heating in the
absence of air which drives off the moisture and volatile matter. The volatiles driven off are burnt to provide the heat for the process. The energy

difference between the input brown coal briquettes and the output char represents more than 85% of the “energy” consumed in the charring
operation.

In order to assess the potential for efficiencies in the other energy sources used in the process, electricity, natural gas and automotive distillate, and
being a small/medium enterprise with limited resources, the company commissioned an independent third party to conduct an energy audit in line
with AS 3598, 2000, Level 3. The recommendations from the audit were assessed during the 2008 calendar year by a group consisting of
management, engineering and plant operations personnel. This assessment was carried out in order to determine if the change would impact on the
safe operation of what is essentially a volatile gas producing plant.

The results of this in-house assessment have and are being used for development of the subsequent operating budgets for either implementation or
further engineering and capital evaluation. Within the current economic climate, project economics are subject to detailed scrutiny by senior
management and are prioritised according to payback. The resultant projects from this exercise will form part of the key performance indicators for
the management of the Char Manufacturing Operation.

Based on the above activities, Australian Char believes it has met the intent and key requirements of the Energy Efficiency Opportunities legislation
